Within four years, Intertech expanded into the San Antonio market 
with a second location to serve the rapidly growing South Central/

government sectors. As trade along the Texas-Mexico border expanded, 
Intertech recognized the opportunity �ll a void in the Rio Grande Valley 
for quality commercial �ooring and LEED �ooring expertise. In 2007,  
we opened our third location in Mission, Texas, also with heavy focus  
on higher education, health care and government markets.

In 2009, aquired RWA Flooring in the Dallas/Fort Worth Metroplex; 
marketed as RWA/Intertech in the DFW region. Here, the primary client 
base is higher education, corporate and health care.
